How to Accurately Submit Keeper Stats in Game Results

Please review the following process to accurately reflect the proper recording of Keeper Stats.
Keepers & the Game Result Recording Process 
 

1) Ensure that all goal-keepers you intend on having throughout the season are listed as "G" under the roster. If you only have one keeper entered then any player, substituted in for goalkeeper, will be defaulted to go under this ONE keeper's name. This is because the system only recognizes that you have one goalie, and every goal scored against your team will be against him/her until you establish another player as "G". 

 

 

2) If the game sheet says that the goalie was “Janelle” for the whole game, when actually “Julie” was substituted in goal at half than you need to make this adjustment when entering the game information. This also means that you will need to enter a time when this occurred. If a team member filled in for the keeper at half then the time would be “0.00” for half number 1. 

3) If you would rather have one keeper, and one generic keeper name established in the event that your keeper will miss a game(s), get injured, etc. then you could set up a name in the system such as “CH (for Cole Hbr) TEAM KEEPER”. This will allow you to have a separate account for all other games that your keeper was not present for, so he/she will not be penalized for any goals scored against. You will need to set up a unique birth date (that you will be required to know by Goal Line to access this hypothetical player). If every coach sets up a player named: “Team Keepers” – with the birth date of May 21st, 2009 then this will really start to confuse the system. 

 

4) If you are a team which does not wish to keep and update keeper stats, then you could simply establish one generic goalkeeper (ie DU Team Keeper etc) and all the goals scored against will automatically be defaulted to this one hypothetical player for the whole season. 

5) If you have filled out the entire game sheet, pushed the Game End button and realized that you have made mistakes or omissions with the goal keeper, you have the option to only RESET the keepers which you have submitted. To do this, you need to return to STEP 3 “goaltending stats” and this is where you will be able to reset goal keeper records and start over. If you click this, all information previously entered regarding only the goalkeeper will be lost.
